Amish Acres staff will transform the historic John T. Vawter barn, originally built in 1876, into 
your wedding reception, full of country elegance, just the way you picture it. 
 
We will rearrange the antique tables and chairs amid the hand hewn posts and beams in the 
dining rooms to create your bride and groom’s table, cake table, gift table, hospitality bar, and 
punch bowls. The hospitality bar is staffed by licensed bartenders. Your wedding cake will be cut 
and served with care by our trained and friendly staff. We will design your final room layout 
following your menu and appetizer choices and method of service. Because of our ample square 
feet of dining space per guest, we will create a generous dance floor and adjacent space for your 
musicians or DJ. Heavy duty electrical outlets to your specifications are placed convenient to 
your music source and video specialist. Spot lighting will be installed for the cake table.  
 
Any six hand hewn posts of your choice will be decorated with toulling and intertwined with 
clear twinkle lights. We will work with your florist and balloonist to coordinate installation and 
removal of their additions to the dining room. White linen tablecloths and appropriate skirting 
will cover the head table, cake table, gift table, and buffet tables. You may choose to add linen 
tablecloths and linen napkins to guest tables for an additional fee.

Important Enhancement Options to Consider Adding to Your Wedding 
Options for your consideration for an additional fee include linen or linen-like table clothes and 
napkins for all dining tables, in your choice of colors. We highly recommend crystal stemware 
that adds elegance to your Amish Acres wedding reception. 
 
Crystal Stemware Rental 

• Water Goblet  
An all purpose stemmed glass with a 12-14 ounce bowl. Generally used for water, but can 
also be used for all types of wine.  

• Red Wine Glass  
A 12-16 ounce glass with a wide-mouthed, rounded bowl, which allows the wine to 
breathe. As red wine is served at room temperature, it should be held by the bowl to keep 
the wine at the appropriate temperature and enhance the aroma. 

• White Wine Glass 
A 10-14 ounce glass that is taller in shape and tapered at the mouth. As white wine is 
served chilled, it should be held by the stem. This prevents hands from warming the 
wine. 

• Champagne Flute 
Used for serving champagne, this glass is 6-8 ounces in size. The flute's tall shape and 
small mouth allow the bubbles to move slowly and retain their effervescence. 

• Highball 
Approximately 12 ounces, this tall slim glass, sometimes called a beverage glass is 
commonly used for mixed or iced drinks. Larger versions are called "coolers". 

• Double Old Fashioned 
Approximately 10-12 ounces, this wide, short glass is also referred to as an ‘on the rocks’ 
glass. It is perfect for mixed drinks and everyday use. 

 

A flower ball four foot in diameter (filled with live or silk flowers by your florist) can be suspended 
from the open ceiling of the barn with tulling cascading from the peak to the hand hewn cross beams 
as the spectacular centerpiece of your wedding reception. (This is the most dramatic decorating 
element we have ever seen at Amish Acres). Individual table decorations, chair back covers, ribbons, 
or bows, can be supplied and installed by you and your decorating helpers. Amish Acres will 
coordinate all details with you and/or your wedding planner. Choose from a selection of Amish 
Acres favors for your wedding party and guests. A decorative arch at the entry to the reception gives 
you another potential focal point for flowers or fabric decoration. Set pieces from Round Barn 
Theatre productions can give a theme to your reception no one will soon forget.
